Just last 
month, we saw a dramatic rise in the number of our kids 
in attendance and yoga drew twice as many people as it 
did the month before. Already we are facing the 
òproblemó of having to move it to a different space. If 
you havenõt yet tried Shabbat Bõyachad, please join us at 
our next one, on January 8, 2011 (see the detailed 
schedule on page 3). Come as you are and stay as long 
(or as short) as youõd like, and bring your friends and 
family with you. Youõll be happy you did!

One of the roles of a rabbi is, of course, to teach Jewish 
values. We do this not only in the abstract by exalting 
them, but also by applying them to the real world. In 
recent months, you may have heard me discuss Jewish 
values of human dignity and equality, religious tolerance, 
and protecting the poor and the vulnerable.  This month 
we can all rejoice in the repeal of òDonõt Ask Donõt 
Tell.ó Yet,  I also want to say a word about an issue 
which has gained tragic prominence in recent weeksñ
the issue of bullying. 
I daresay that all of us have at some time felt the sting of 
ridicule, of unjust or disrespectful treatment, or of the 
abuse of power by othersñin other words, of bullying. 
And yet, bullying remains an all-too-pervasive 
phenomenon in schools, communities, organizations, 
and workplaces.  

It is said that the first instance of 
bullying in the Torah occurred in 
Sodom and Gemorrah. According to 
the Midrash, a bed was placed at the 
entrance of the two cities.  Every 
person desiring entry was required to 
lie on it. If their legs hung over the 
bed, they were deemed too long and 
cut off. If their legs were short, they were stretched until 
the bones broke. In other words, anyone who didnõt fit 
the paradigm of being just like the people of Sodom and 
Gemorrah was treated differently, disrespectfully, and 
cruelly. They were bullied.   
A recent series in the Globe recounted the lasting 
destruction that bullying leaves in its wake. Decades 
after their experiences, victims can struggle with low  
self-esteem and confidence, difficulty handling criticism, 
shame, anger, resentment, fear, and hurt. Suicide is the 
third leading cause of death for 15-24 year olds, and 
the majority of cases are attributed to depression directly 
linked to being bullied.  Overall, nearly 30 percent of 
teens are estimated to be a victim of bullying, a purveyor 
of it, or both. And, unchecked, bullying can be carried 
forth into adulthood to the home, the workplace, the 
public square, and the media. 
The Brookline Clergy Association, of which I am a 
member, recently issued a statement on bullying in order 
to òremind parents to teach their children, teachers their 
students, and pastors their parishioners that all people 
deserve kindness, dignity and freedom from fear.ó And 
so I remind us all here of those sacred Jewish principles 
which would condemn bullying in all its forms: the 
principles to love your neighbor as yourself (Leviticus 
19:18); that what is hateful to you, do not do to others; 
and that each of us, as the Clergy letter states,  is loved, 
is precious in Godõs sight, and can only be the true, 
authentic person God created us to be. May all of us go 
forward in mercy, justice, and compassion together.

Our recent Shabbat Bõyachad programs also highlight the strength and 
vitality of our community. If you havenõt joined us for one of these 
Saturday morning Shabbat celebrations, you are truly missing out on a true 
Oneg Shabbat, a Shabbat delight. The morning offers something for 
everyone: stimulating study for the mind, spiritual engagement for the soul, 
and even Jewish yoga for the body.
